	Our Commitment to Privacy 

This policy was designed to assist you in understanding how the PMI Southwest Ohio Chapter (SWOC) collects, uses, and safeguards the personal information you provide to us and to assist you in making informed decisions when using our site and our services. 

Our Ethics Code prohibits the use or sale of any PMI member data or other information (i.e., meeting attendee lists, class rosters, RSVP lists, etc.) for personal financial gain either independently or indirectly through an employer.
Officers serving on the Chapter's Board of Directors take reasonable care to prevent unauthorized disclosure of the Chapter's membership data which is maintained by PMI at the headquarters facility (PMI-HQ) in Pennsylvania.
What Information Do We Collect? 

In order to enhance our website (http://www.pmi-swohio-chapter.org), we may track the way our visitors and customers are using the site. Personal information, such as your name and e-mail address, is not included in this analysis. We do not follow your browsing path outside of www.pmi-swohio-chapter.org . 

When you sign up for an activity, we ask you to provide information including your name, postal address, and e-mail address. We do not use or release any information for any purpose except to verify your transaction. Information from these transactions is not released to third parties. Credit card information is not available to anyone beyond the Chapter’s Vice President of Finance and the Director of Credit Card Administration. 

When performing surveys, the Chapter requests, collects, and trends preferences expressed by members.  This information is used by the SWOC Board of Directors to refine the services the Chapter provides.  Any information shared with PMI-HQ or other PMI chapters is on a high-level basis, without identification of specific members’ input. 

SWOC members who choose to post resumes on the Chapter’s website do so with the understanding that SWOC takes no responsibility for the accuracy of that information nor for how that information may be used by those accessing the website.

Confidentiality 

Registration data is the property of the PMI SWOC, subject to and protected by the Electronic Communications Privacy Act (http://personalinfomediary.com/ECPA1986_text.htm).  PMI SWOC will not sell, rent, trade, or otherwise disclose your Registration Data to any third party. We store all registration data in a private database, which is not connected to the Internet. 

Cookies 

This site may use “cookies” to assist members in the use of the website. 

Updating Member Information 

If you need to permanently update your membership contact information, you will need to provide that information at the website provided by the PMI-HQ. Log on with your PMI member number and password at https://secure.pmi.org/memberapp/code/member_welcome.asp.  If you have not received or have forgotten your member password, please contact the PMI Customer Service department at (610) 356-4600, option 8 or email pmihq@pmi.org. Be prepared to verify some information, including your membership number, before your member password will be issued. 

When PMI-HQ receives a request from a PMI member to exclude that member's name from directory lists, we take reasonable care to avoid publishing that member's name in any list.  If you wish to have your name included in published lists of members earning PMP designation, lists of renewing or new members, you must notify PMI-HQ that you want to be included in directories.
